These programs train civilian and military-connected high school and middle school students,
respectively, to establish and sustain peer-based programs in their schools that support mobile
children as they transition from school to school. There are close to 260 S2S programs and

over 180 JS2S programs world-wide.

A Recipe for Success: Parent to Parent: This program empowers parents to be
their child's strongest advocate on educational and social issues through the MCEC Parent
Workshops. Twenty-five teams near installations all over the world have reached more than

90,000 family members since the program’s beginning in 2006.
